The necessity of an Orientation programme on Soft Skills, Campus Interviews & Personality Enhancement is
quite evident, as it is generally seen that the degrees and diplomas fall short of providing the students with good
jobs even at the start-up level due to lack of soft skills and professional grooming Keeping in view the above men-
tioned fact it is imperative that the students be imparted effective theoretical and practical training on ‘Soft Skills,
Interviews and Personality Grooming’. This besides enhancing the employability of the students would further
enhance the potential of an Institution to reach higher realms of excellence. In furtherance of the above an orienta-
tion programme on ‘Soft Skills, Interviews and Personality Grooming’ being the need of the hour was empha-
sised and conducted at the S.S.Khanna Girls PG College, Allahabad giving the students the right opportunity at
the right time, and at the right place.

1. Making soft skills your core strength : It is all about the ability to deal with people hence an overview on how
to acquire soft skills and its importance was effectively dealt with.

2. Resume and Cover Letter : The face of the corporate world and the way business is conducted has drastically
changed during the 21st Century. Likewise, the level of competition in Job market has risen exponentially. The pro-
gramme was intended to guide the students through the daunting process of compiling ALL of the resume data, or-
ganizing it, and finally properly packaging it. The training programme analyzed all popular formats and showing
you how to choose the most effective one—the one that will get you the interview call. Students were guided on
how to stitch a tailor-made effective Resume in order to get an interview call. They were informed about the impor-
tance of an effective Resume

Effective Interview Techniques : Students were given various tips on Interview Etiquettes and Techniques and
were informed about the questions one may encounter during the interview, in one form or another. These relate to
questions about yourself, what you have been doing and what you want to do in future.

4. Group Discussion : A detailed session was conducted on the students to give them the real feel and how carry
yourself in a Group Discussion and the expected questions were dealt at great length with the possible answers for
the benefit of the students.

5. Dress code, Body language and Gestures : Proper dress code for interview, difference between formal and in-
formal was discussed in detail besides proper hygiene, use of effective and positive body language and gestures and
interview etiquettes.

6. Self- Confidence : The programme ended with an advice on how to be confident and how to remain so through-
out your life, how to choose a positive thought, how to set your goals and how to be an achiever.

It is a ve-
hicle for digital endeavours and a good way to teach digital literacy, or the ability to use tech-
nology in a meaningful and resourceful way.

Covid measures adopted by the institution

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Seven Days Workshop- Best out of Waste

With the growing increase in wastes in our society from households to industrial wastes, we now require a
very innovative approach to get rid of them. Recycling and reusing the valuable waste material can result in
development of fantastic and usable products. Rather than putting these waste materials into the landfills, vari-
ous innovative and creative ideas can be put together to being something new and useful. To bring such ideas
to students and to help them think themselves on such ways of reusing everyday materials that will not only
reduce the waste but provide them with useful household products, a Seven days workshop on “BEST OUT
OF WASTE” was organized by Department of Chemistry under strengthening component of DBT Star Col-
lege Scheme in collaboration with Certificate course for Environmental Awareness (CCEA-2020) & Certifi-
cate course for Personality Development (CCPD-2020) under CPE Phase-II (A project of UGC) from 17 Fe-
buary, 2021 to 23 Febuary, 2021. Entries were invited from all the bonafied students of the college and 163
girls had taken part in this workshop. In this workshop various waste material like Old Newspaper, Notebooks
and chart paper, Cardboard and book cover, Paper plates, spoons and disposable glass, Pens and refills, Old
CDs and DVDs, Toothpicks and matchsticks, Dry stem of plants and trees, Seeds of various fruits, Old cur-
tains & table covers, Used foil paper, Jute rope, Plastic bottles, Strings and sequences, etc. have been used for
making useful products.
